2011 APPLICATION DETAILS
The Knoxville Fellows Program seeks to admit a class of recent graduates that is eager to explore work, service, study and community as followers of Jesus Christ.  
The 10-month program is accredited through Reformed Theological Seminary, making Fellows full-time graduate students earning 12 credit hours. Fellows are eligible to stay on their parents’ health insurance and defer college loans. During the program, Knoxville Fellows live in downtown Knoxville, and have a mentor, paid four-day internship, small group, trips and community service. The cost of our program is $9,800 which includes payment for all trips, room, tuition and some weekly meals.        

Requirements.  To apply, you must have a bachelor’s degree and be at least 21 years of age. 
Admissions Process. The program has a rolling admissions policy but applications received by Dec. 31, 2011 will receive priority. Our admission process is selective and the 12 spaces are filled on a first-come, first-served basis.  Six spaces are reserved for males and six for females. Applications are accepted until all spaces are filled.  Interviews are granted based on the written application.  If invited to interview, a visit to Knoxville is strongly encouraged but not mandatory. 

Please note: We will make every effort to notify applicants in a timely manner but the dates listed are merely an estimation of the application process.  We encourage you to apply early!
